III. Absences

VI. Homework Policy

VII. Extra Credit Policy

Occasionally each of us has a day when we aren’t functioning at full capacity.  I offer students opportunities to compensate for those “rare occasions” by using extra credit.  These examples range from serious to humorous situations.  All of the following are reasons student have presented to me in the past where extra credit can be applied. 

1. The dog ate your homework. 

2. You accidentally left your homework in your best friend’s mother’s car.  She had a business meeting in Atlanta and so your homework is in another state.  

3. Your family is having problems of a personal nature.

4. You were at the Emergency Room most of the night. 

5. You are overwhelmed with school, and perform poorly on a test or quiz.

6. You turned in an assignment without your name on it, and received a 30%.

REASONS Extra Credit will not be accepted:

1. Students do not complete or turn in an assignment (or they forget to put their full name on the assignment.)

2. Student does not to study for test/quiz, and believe extra credit can be completed later to help their grade. 

Here are your extra credit options 

1. In class opportunities – These are random opportunities that develop during class. They usually are questions raised by inquisitive students.  Answers to the questions must be typed and references or internet sources credited. (Wikipedia is not acceptable.)

2. Museum Exhibits –  You must staple a ticket stub from the exhibit to your typed summary.  Your summary should include what you experienced at the exhibit, and how it relates to our curriculum.

3. Political Functions – You must get prior approval from Ms. Register.

4. Interviewing Politicians –You must get prior approval from Ms. Register.

5. Current Events –You must propose a current event topic to  Ms. Register before you start this process.  A minimum of 3 articles are required.  The articles should present different perspectives.  In typed form, you should explain the current event, the different biases of each article, and your own opinion.  The articles should be attached. 

6. Creating your own extra credit that is related to the state curriculum.  You must get this approved by Ms. Register in writing ahead of time.  This cannot be done the last week of the quarter.
